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The feature adapts the landmark four-issue story written by Miller and drawn by David
Mazzucchelli that first appeared in 1987 on the heels of Miller's seminal work, Batman: The
Dark Knight Returns. Those tomes, along with The Watchmen, helped elevate the comics
medium, changing the public's perception of the art form and influencing Hollywood writers and
artists to this day. In Year One, a young Bruce Wayne is first starting out as a costumed
vigilante. He creates an early bond with Lieutenant James Gordon, whose importance in the
tale makes it as much as Gordon's story as Wayne's. We've already seen a couple images
from the next DC Animated film Batman: Year One and now we have our first look at the DVD
cover art for the movie. Unfortunately it's in relatively low-res for now but as soon as we have it
in high-res we'll be sure to update you guys.
